Kidneys for Sale

William Henderson, a 43-year-old taxi driver, advertised on the internet to sell one of kidneys to pay off his debts. He made a deal with a pregnant undercover reporter to save her dying husband. Since no British surgeon would carry out the operation, besides asking £25,000 for the kidney, William asked for another £2,200 to cover travel expenses and lost wages when the operation was conducted abroad. There are many ads on the internet to sell kidneys. However, the issue is still in dispute and is an offence to the Human Tissue Act. Its maximum penalty in England is three years in jail plus a fine, even the operation is conducted abroad. Though it is possible to lead an active, healthy life with just one kidney, among one in 3,000 donors die from infections, bleeding or blood clots in the developed countries. Less than half of patients with renal failure have the opportunity to receive a legal transplant. However, to receive the illegal renal transplant abroad, both the receiver and donor may encounter higher risks of unsafe medical practice, insufficient follow-ups, and complications, including death. Comparing to hemodialysis and peritoneal dialysis, a renal transplant brings a better quality of life to patients with renal failure. How to promote organ donations and to refrain from unethical organ transactions are the tasks of medical ethics.

DILOGUE
A Journey Through Kidney Failure
Senario
Ryan Leventhal is a 26-year-old photographer with Alport’s Syndrome, an inherited kidney disease. He visited his nephrologist, Dr. James Lewis, at Mercy Medical Center this morning because of blurred vision. After Ryan consulting an eye doctor, bleeding of retina capillaries caused by an extremely dangerous level of blood pressure, 260/140, was confirmed. Ryan was admitted right away for further treatment.

Dialogue

Dr. Lewis: How do you feel?

Ryan: I have been feeling nauseated and exhausted, especially when I don’t get 10 to 12 hours of sleep at night.

Dr. Lewis: The results of your blood tests and all the symptoms tell us that the functions of your kidneys have failed. Though using medications to control your blood pressure may resolve blurred vision, it is better that you go on hemodialysis to excrete excessive fluid and toxins accumulated in your body.

Ryan: It is terrifying to think about letting all my blood drawn into a machine.

Dr. Lewis: Your creatinine level is now at 9.4, and the blood urea is 147. Without hemodialysis, you might come back here with another emergency symptom soon. At any given time during dialysis, only two cups of blood are drawn outside your veins. You will not feel any pain during the process. All you need to do during dialysis is to sit in a chair or to lie on the bed.

Ryan: How much time will it take?

Dr. Lewis: Based on your condition, you will need to dialyze three hours each time, three times a week.

Ryan: I will lose my job if I do it.

Dr. Lewis: You can choose nocturnal hemodialysis. It is done when you sleep at night.

Ryan: But I need to work night shifts sometimes.

Dr. Lewis: Our dialysis center provides services based on clients’ schedules.

Ryan: What might happen during dialysis?

Dr. Lewis: Some people experience sickness, nausea, or cramp following a treatment, but these symptoms go away quickly. A nurse will take care of you and watch you closely during the treatment.

Ryan: I guess I’ll need to lie still during dialysis.

Dr. Lewis: Not exactly. You just need to avoid pulling the IV tube and keep your insertion site covered by sterile gauze. During dialysis, you may watch TV, read a novel, or play chess or cards with your friends. If your insertion site is set with the AV fistula on your hand, you may also ride a stationary bicycle.

Ryan: What is an AV fistula?

Dr. Lewis: It joins an artery and a vein to speed up the blood flow in the vein for dialysis.
Ryan: It sounds like a lot of work for dialysis.

Dr. Lewis: The process of hemodialysis is not as complicated as you think. You’ll feel better after a course of hemodialysis. Your symptoms will be resolved within a week.

	現在完成式進行式（The Present Perfect Progressive Tense）
現在完成式強調動作的完成或經驗，「現在完成進行式」則比現在完成式更強調動作的繼續，並可能將此動作延伸至未來。「現在完成進行式」的寫作格式於一、二人稱及複數主詞（如：I, You, We, People等），以「have＋been＋動名詞（V＋ing）」呈現；於第三人稱和單數主詞（如：He, She, A person等），則以「has＋been＋動名詞（V＋ing）」呈現。

例句：I have been feeling nauseated these days.
2. 使役動詞let, have, make的用法
當let, have, make用於叫（令）人做某事時，其功能為「使役動詞」。在任何的時態中，這三種使役動詞所指定的動作指令，均使用原形動詞呈現，即[let+V]、[have+V]、[make+V] 。但是，當have或make不是命令語調，而是「有」或「製造」的意義時，他們就不是使役動詞，須以加不定詞（to+V）方式呈現，即[have+to+V]、[make+to+V]。
